1.1. Requirements to Contractor.
1.1.1
The Contractor should be authorized to make a contract for provision of similar services.

1.1.2
The Contractor should have financial resources, equipment and other material opportunities, should be professionally competent and competent in terms of management, reliable, should have experience, reputation and human resources for performance of the contract for provision of similar services.

1.1.3
The Contractor should not be in the state of insolvency, nor may it be the subject of dissolution or bankruptcy proceedings.

1.1.4 The Contractor should not be an entity whose property has been seized and (or) whose economic activities have been suspended.
1.2 Requirements to delivery of technical documentation
1.2.1. The Contractor shall organize delivery of technical documentation pursuant to the Customer’s list at the Customer’s addresses.

1.2.2. Place of dispatch – Russian Federation, Moscow.
1.2.3. Place of delivery – Republic of Turkey, Ankara.

1.2.4. Code under Foreign Economic Activity Commodity Classification – 4901.

1.2.5. Mode of transportation – air transport and motor transport (combined).

1.2.6. Total volume of documentation to be transported – no more than 2,000 kg per year.

1.2.7. Frequency and time of delivery:

- first batch, quantity ~ 800 kg, volume ~ 0,6 m3, time of delivery – March 2012;

- the remaining volume under the Customer’s requests within 30 days upon receipt of the request by the Contractor.

1.2.8. The technical documentation should be duly packed. The packing should ensure the safety of technical documentation at the time of transportation.

1.2.9. Upon delivery of documentation the Contractor should provide the following documents, namely: air waybill (AWB), export customs freight declaration containing the stamp “Release Permitted”, import customs freight declaration executed by Turkish customs authorities and enabling release of technical documentation for free circulation.

1.2.10. At the time of transportation of documents the Contractor shall as soon as practicable (within 6 hours) on Customer’s request made verbally or in writing provide complete information on the place of location of technical documentation, and expected date of its arrival at the point of destination.

1.2.11. Volume of services rendered by the Contractor:

 - Formation of short summaries in respect of transferred documentation.

 - Receipt of Acts of Meeting of Permanent Technical Commission of OJSC Atomenergoproekt.

 - Formation of application to Excont for receipt of report on license-free export
 - Receipt of report on license-free export. 

 - Execution of the draft customs declaration.

- Receipt of documentation in the office of Supplier of documentation in Moscow.

 - Transportation of documentation to the airport of Moscow for sending to the Republic of Turkey.

 - Ensuring the storage of documentation for sending to the Republic of Turkey.

 - Payment of airfreight.

 - Issue of an air waybill.

 - Export-related customs clearance.

 - Organization of transportation and transportation of documentation to the Republic of Turkey.

 - Import-related customs clearance at the airport of arrival.

 - Transportation from the airport in Ankara to the place of delivery – Customer’s office.

 - Transfer of documentation and shipping documents to the Customer in the Republic of Turkey.

1.3. List of technical documentation.

1.4.2. Upon provision of services and signature of the Work Completion Certificate
1.5. Requirements to tenderers
All below requirements are binding to suppliers.

1.5.1. The Contractor shall have experience in the field of provision of services relating to agenting and customs clearance equal to not less than 3 (three) years.
1.6 Conditions of granting a preference
At the time of assessment and comparison of Parties’ tenders the preferential adjustment to the supply price of the Tenderer that complied with the preference conditions, that is the Tenderer registered in a tax authority of the Republic of Turkey and obligated to pay all taxes and levies payable under the law of the Republic of Turkey in connection with performance of the Contract shall apply.
The preference adjustment is taken into account subject to the following formula:

	Price determined at the time of assessment = Supply price
	If the Party complied with the preference conditions

	Price determined at the time of assessment = Supply price х 1,2
	If the Party failed to comply with the preference conditions


1.7. Criteria for assessment of applications for participation in the tendering procedure, their contents and relevance
1.7.1. Price criterion – 0,9. 

Cost of delivery of 1 kg of technical documentation from Moscow, Russian Federation (Representative office of AKKUYU NGS AS) to Ankara, Republic of Turkey (office of AKKUYU NGS AS), inclusive of all taxes, levies and expenses of the Contractor.
At the time of delivery of documentation customs payments in the Republic of Turkey shall be paid by the Customer.

Contents: Rating of a party to the tendering procedure by this criterion is determined based on comparison of the cost of delivery of 1 kg of technical documentation as offered by parties to the tender. The parties are distributed pursuant to ranging from the first party that offered the lowest price of the contract to the last one that offered the highest price of the contract.
1.7.2. Non-price criteria
Time for delivery of services (time of delivery of a batch of documentation) - 
0,1.
Contents: Parties’ tenders in respect of time for delivery of services are taken in account. Rating of a party to the tendering procedure by this criterion is determined based on comparison of terms for delivery of services offered by parties to the tender as consistent with requirements of the technical assignment. Pursuant to the ranging the parties are distributed from the first party that offered the minimum time of delivery of the batch of documentation to the last one that offered the maximum time of delivery of the batch of documentation.
