1. TERMS AND DEFINITIONS

Customer – an organization referred to in paragraph 5 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet”, including its legal assignees and other persons acting on its behalf on the relevant lawful grounds.

Order Placement Organizer – an organization referred to in paragraph 6 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet” exercising the preparation and holding the RFP within its powers. 

Order Placement Commission – a collegial body formed for organization and holding the RFP (hereinafter – the Commission).

RFP – a procurement procedure organized and carried out by the Order Placement Organizer, during which the Commission, on the basis of evaluation criteria and procedure determines in the documentation on holding the RFP a RFP participant, who proposed the best conditions of execution of contract of commodities delivery, services rendering or works execution.

Products – commodities, works or services.

Notice of holding the RFP – an information on the RFP published on the electronic web site of Electronic Trading Facility “Auction Tender House” www.a-k-d.ru

Documentation on holding the RFP – a documentation approved as per the prescribed procedure, comprising the information on the composition of commodities, works or services, the right of conclusion of the contract of which delivery/execution/rendering is the subject of the RFP, on the conditions of participation and rules of holding the RFP, the rules of preparation, execution and submission of Proposal by a participant of procurement procedure, the rules of selection of winner, as well as on the terms and conditions of the contract concluded according to results of the RFP. The documentation on holding the RFP (hereinafter – the Documentation) shall be mailed to organizations invited by the Order Placement Organizer, together with the placement of notice of holding the RFP on the said web site.

Proposal (application for participation in procurement procedure) – a set of documents comprising the written proposal of a participant of procurement procedure, sent to the Order Placement Organizer, as per the form and procedure determined in the Documentation on holding the RFP.

Participant of Procurement Procedure – a legal entity or individual who expressed the interest in participation in the RFP. The expression of interest is, inter alia, the explanations in the Documentation on holding the RFP, a submission of Proposal. 
RFP participant – a legal entity or individual who submitted the Proposal, in which regard the Commission made the decision on admission to participation in the RFP.

RFP winner – a RFP participant who proposed the best conditions of execution of the contract pursuant to criteria determined in the Documentation on holding the RFP.

Lot – a separate subject of procurement in which regard in the notice of holding the RFP, in the Documentation on holding the RFP, the subject, the composition of commodities, works, services, the initial (maximal) price, terms and other conditions are particularly specified. A participant of procurement procedure submits the Proposal in relation to a certain lot. The Commission examines, evaluates and determines the RFP winner for a certain lot. A separate contract is concluded for each lot.

Initial (maximal) contract price – an extremely allowable contract price determined in the Documentation on holding the RFP.

Rebidding – a procedure assuming the voluntary change of price of Proposal of the RFP participants. The Rebidding is only carried out by decision of the Commission.

GENERAL

2.1. Form and type of procurement procedure, the subject of the RFP

2.1.1. The Request for Proposals for the right of conclusion of the contract for commodities delivery, works execution or services rendering.

2.1.2. Description, quantity, volume and characteristics of commodities delivered, the works executed and services rendered under the contract are specified in Volume 2 “ENGINEERING PART” of this Documentation on holding the RFP (hereinafter the references to sections, subsections, paragraphs and subparagraphs refer to this Documentation on holding the RFP only, unless otherwise indicated next to such reference).

2.1.3. The subject of this RFP is the right of conclusion of the contract for commodities delivery, works execution or services rendering according to paragraph 1 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet”.

Composition and scope of works, terms of works execution, and number of lots are provided in paragraphs 1, 3, 4 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet”.

Partial works execution shall not be allowed.

2.1.4. Upon the completion of procedure for examination and evaluation of Proposals of the RFP participants, in this Documentation, first of all (but not limited to) in the Engineering Part (Volume 2), the Contract Draft (Section 5), in the requirements for the RFP participant and the procedure for confirmation of compliance with these requirements, the changes could be introduced, including the significant ones. The changes introduced shall, within two (2) business days after the making such a decision, be sent by the relevant notices to all participants of the RFP. These notices contain the term of submission of new Proposal, as well as the list of documents which submission is not required.
2.2. Participant of procurement procedure/RFP participant
2.2.1. Participant of procurement procedure may be any individual invited by the Order Placement Organizer, a legal entity or individual having the relevant legal capacity under the laws of the Russian Federation.

2.2.2. In order to participate in the RFP a participant of procurement procedure shall meet the requirements set forth in paragraph 13.1 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet”, be eligible for submission of Proposal, and submit the Proposal in compliance with requirements of this Documentation.

2.2.3. Uniform requirements are established for all participants of procurement procedure. The imposition of, during the examination of applications for participation in the RFP, the requirements not provided for in the Documentation on holding the RFP shall not be allowed.

2.2.4. The decision on admittance of participants of procurement procedure to the participation in the RFP shall be made by the Commission as per the procedure determined by the provisions of Subsection 4.14.

2.2.5. The Commission shall, on the basis of information on failure by participant of procurement procedure or a RFP participant to comply with requirements determined in this Documentation, obtained from any official sources the use of which does not contradict the applicable legislation of the Russian Federation, be entitled not to admit a participant of procurement procedure to, or put aside a RFP participant from, participation in the RFP at any stage of its holding.

2.3. Legal status of procedures and documents

2.3.1. This RFP procedure is conducted pursuant to the Procurement Regulations of JSC NPP AKKUYU.

2.3.2. The RFP procedure is not a tender, and its conduct is not regulated by Articles 447-449 of Part I of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation. The RFP procedure is not also a public tender and not regulated by Articles 1057-1061 of Part II of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation. Thus, this RFP procedure poses no legal and civil liabilities to the extent required on the Order Placement Organizer, including the liabilities for obligatory conclusion of contract with the RFP winner or other participant thereof.

2.3.3. The Proposal of participant of procurement procedure has the legal status of an offer and will be examined by the Order Placement Organizer pursuant thereto.

2.3.4. The contract concluded according to results of the RFP shall fix all arrangements achieved between the parties.

2.3.5. When determining the terms and conditions of the contract with the winner or other participant of the RFP, the following documents are used in compliance with the said hierarchy (in case of their controversy):

a) the minutes of pre-contract negotiations;
b) the notification of holding the RFP and Documentation on holding the RFP, with all supplements and explanations;
c) the proposal of participant with which the contract is concluded, with all supplements and explanations.
Other documents of the Order Placement Organizer and participant with which the contract is concluded shall not determine the rights and obligations of the parties in relation to this RFP.

2.3.6. As for the rest not regulated in the notice of holding the RFP and this Documentation, the parties shall follow the legislation of the Republic of Turkey.

2.3.7. If in respect of the parties to the contract concluded according to results of the RFP, the other special normative legal acts issued and registered as per the prescribed procedure are applied,, this Documentation (and the Contract Draft as a part thereof) and the Proposal of the RFP winner will be considered as of top priority as to the optional provisions of the said documents.

2.3.8. A participant of procurement procedure/RFP participant is entitled to appeal against the actions (omission) of the Order Placement Organizer and the Customer. 

2.4. Expenses for participation in the RFP

2.4.1. A participant of procurement procedure/RFP participant shall incur all expenses related to the participation in the RFP, including to preparation and submission of Proposal, the other documentation, and the Order Placement Organizer shall bear no liability for these expenses, regardless of the RFP results, as well as the grounds of termination thereof.

2.4.2. Participants of procurement procedure/RFP participants shall not be entitled to claim for compensation of loss of profit incurred during the preparation and holding the RFP. 

2.5. Refusal from holding the RFP
2.5.1. The Customer/Order Placement Organizer who placed the notice of holding the RFP at www.a-k-d.ru, the electronic web site of Electronic Trading Facility “Auction Tender House”, shall be entitled to refuse from its holding at any stage, bearing no liability to the participants or third parties for losses, which could arise as a result of holding the RFP.

2.5.2. Notice of refusal from holding the RFP is placed at www.a-k-d.ru, the electronic web site of Electronic Trading Facility “Auction Tender House”, by the Order Placement Organizer during two business days from the date of making the decision on refusal from holding the RFP. 

2.5.3. The Order Placement Organizer shall, within two business days from the date of making the said decision, open (if no postal address (for legal entity) or information on residence (for individual) of participant of procurement procedure is indicated on the envelope) the received envelopes with Proposals and send the relevant notices to all participants of procurement procedure, who submitted the Proposals.
2.6. Return of Proposals
2.6.1. All Proposals, as well as separate documents comprising the Proposal, sent to this RFP, are not returned, except for those revoked by participants of procurement procedure, the late Proposals, if the fact of submission by one participant of procurement procedure of two or more Proposals is established, as well as in case of refusal from holding the RFP by way of servicing them to a participant of procurement procedure or his authorized representative against the receipt, or by way of sending by registered mail with a conformation receipt (with mark of reason of return) (by written request of a participant).

REQUIREMENTS FOR PARTICIPANTS OF PROCUREMENT PROCEDURE, DOCUMENTS SUBMITTED AS A PART OF PROPOSAL

3.1. A participant of procurement procedure shall comply with requirements posed in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Turkey on persons carrying out the delivery of commodities, execution of works, rendering the services, being the subject of Proposals, including:

· shall be eligible to conclude the contract;

· shall have the relevant authorizations for carrying out the kinds of activity related to the contract execution, the right of which conclusion is the subject of this RFP, referred to in paragraph 13 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet”;

· shall not be in liquidation process (for legal entity), not have the arbitration tribunal award concerning the recognition of participant of procurement procedure as a bankrupt;

· shall not be an organization which property is under arrest according to the judgment of the court, administrative body, and/or which economic activity is suspended; 

· shall have no debt for the charged taxes, fees and other obligatory payments to the budgets of any level or state non-budgetary funds for the last calendar year, the amount of which debt exceeds twenty five percent of the book cost of assets of participant of procurement procedure, determined according to the data of accounting reports for the last completed reporting period. The participant of procurement procedure shall be deemed as complying with the requirement established in case when he would appeal the availability of the said debt pursuant to legislation of the country Member, and the decision on such appeal would not be taken as of the date of examination of Proposal;

Additional requirements to the participants of procurement procedure are provided in paragraph 13 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet”.

3.2. In order to confirm the compliance with requirements referred to in paragraph 3.1, a participant of procurement procedure shall enclose the following documents as a part of the Proposal:

· properly certified translation into Russian or English of documents on the state registration of legal entity or state registration of individual as an individual entrepreneur, pursuant to the legislation of the Republic of Turkey, received on or after six months prior to the date of placement of notice of holding the RFP on the web site; 

· copies of the constituent documents of participant of procurement procedure (for legal entities);

· document evidencing the powers of person for the exercise of actions on behalf of participant of procurement procedure – a legal entity (a copy of resolution on assignment or election of, or a copy of order of assignment of, individual on the position pursuant to which such individual has the right to act on behalf of participant of procurement procedure without power of attorney (hereinafter – the Director)). In case if other person acts on behalf of participant of procurement procedure, the application for participation in the RFP shall also contain the power of attorney for the exercise of actions on behalf of participant of procurement procedure certified by seal and signed by the Director of participant of procurement procedure (for legal entities), or by person authorized by that Director, or notirized copy of such power of attorney. If the said power of attorney is signed by person authorized by the Director of participant of procurement procedure, the application for participation in the RFP shall also contain the document evidencing the powers of such person;

· copies of documents for carrying out the kinds of activity related to the contract execution, the right of which conclusion is the subject of this RFP, referred to in paragraph 14 of Section 7 “RFP Data Sheet”;

· copy of certificate of the performance by taxpayer of obligations for payment of taxes, fees, insurance allocations, forfeits and tax sanctions, or a certificate of condition of settlements with the budgets of all levels, issued by the relevant subdivisions of the country Member, on or after 60 days prior to the date of placement of notice of holding the RFP on the web site.

3.3. Terms and conditions of involvement of subcontractors and procedure for confirmation of their compliance with the established requirements are provided in paragraph 3.4. Option to involve the subcontractors is specified in paragraph 19 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet”.

3.4. Involvement of subcontractors 
The involvement of subcontractors shall be allowed.
PROCEDURE FOR HOLDING THE REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS 

4.1. Reception of documentation on holding the RFP

4.1.1. Notice of holding the RFP is placed at www.a-k-d.ru, the electronic web site of Electronic Trading Facility “Auction Tender House”. The Documentation on holding the RFP shall be mailed to organizations invited by the Order Placement Organizer, together with the placement of notice of holding the RFP on the said web site. 

4.1.2.  If the person received the Documentation in any way, other than those specified in paragraph 4.1.1, the Order Placement Organizer shall bear no liability for nonreceipt by such person of information on changes in and (or) explanations of the provisions of such Documentation.

4.2. The explanation of the provisions of Documentation on holding the RFP

4.2.1. Any participant of procurement procedure shall be entitled to send to the Order Placement Organizer the official written request signed by the authorized person of participant of procurement procedure, for explanation of the provisions of Documentation on holding the RFP, to contact details of the Order Placement Organizer for the relevant type of correspondence, specified in the notice of holding the RFP, no later than 5 (five) days before the end date of submission of Proposals.

4.2.2. The Order Placement Organizer shall send the written explanation for request, made as per the procedure determined in paragraph 4.2.1. In addition, such explanation shall be placed at www.a-k-d.ru, the electronic web site of Electronic Trading Facility “Auction Tender House”, within one (1) day from the date of sending of such explanation to a person who made the relevant request, with no reference to the said person.

4.2.3. The Order Placement Organizer shall be entitled not to response to the requests for explanation of the provisions of Documentation on holding the RFP, received later than the date specified in paragraph 4.2.1.

4.2.4. A participant of procurement procedure/RFP participant shall not be entitled to refer to verbal information received from the Order Placement Organizer.

4.3. Introduction of changes into the Documentation on holding the RFP

4.3.1. The Customer/Order Placement Organizer shall, at its own initiative or in accordance with the request of participant of procurement procedure, be entitled to take the decision on introduction of changes into the Documentation on holding the RFP, no later than five days before the end date of submission of Proposals. The change of subject of the RFP shall not be allowed.

4.3.2. Any change in the Documentation on holding the RFP shall be its integral part.

4.3.3. During one business day from the date of taking the decision on introduction of changes into the Documentation, such changes shall be placed by the Order Placement Organizer as per the procedure established for placement of notice of holding the RFP, and during two business days shall be sent to all participants of procurement procedure, whom the Documentation on holding the RFP was provided to contact details specified in the request for provision of Documentation on holding the RFP. 

4.3.4. The Order Placement Organizer, by decision of the Customer or Commission, shall be entitled to take the decision on postponement of the end date of submission of Proposals at any time, prior to the end date of submission of Proposals. During one business day from the date of taking the said decision, such changes shall be placed by the Order Placement Organizer as per the procedure established for placement of notice of holding the RFP on the eletronic web site, and during two business days, but no later than the postponed end date of submission of Proposals, shall be sent to all participants of procurement procedure, whom the Documentation on holding the RFP was provided to contact details specified in the request for provision of Documentation on holding the RFP.

4.4. General requirements for the Proposal
4.4.1. For purposes of this Documentation, the “Proposal” means a proposal for participation in the RFP submitted by the participant of procurement procedure, executed in writing, in form of document executed pursuant to the provisions of this subsection, with enclosure of the complete set of documents according to the list determined in paragraph 17 of Section 6 "RFP Data Sheet", which content complies with requirements of this Documentation. 
4.4.2. A participant of procurement procedure may submit one Proposal only.
If the fact of that one participant of procurement procedure submitted two and more Proposals would be established, providing the Proposals early submitted by that participant of procurement procedure were not revoked, all Proposals of such participant of procurement procedure shall not be examanied (except for documents submitted pursuant to the provisions of paragraph 4.11.2).

4.4.3. Every document comprising the Proposal shall be signed by person being authorized, pursuant to legislation of the Republic of Turkey, to act on behalf of participant of procurement procedure/RFP participant without power of attorney, or by person properly authortized by him, on the basis of power of attorney (hereinafter – the Authorized Person). In the latter case the original of power of attorney shall be enclosed to the Proposal. The facsimile reproduction of signature shall not be allowed.

4.4.4. Every document comprising the Proposal shall be attached with seal of participant of procurement procedure.

4.4.5. Requirements referred to in paragraphs 4.4.3 and 4.4.4 shall not cover the notarized copies of documents or documents bound typographically.

4.4.6. The documents provided as a part of Proposal shall be clearly printed. Erasures, additions, corrections shall not be allowed, unless such corrections (additions) are certified by manuscript note “alteration approved”, by own signature of the Authorized Person, put next to each correction (addition) and attached with seal of participant of procurement procedure.

4.4.7. Additional data media (diskettes, CD-R, CD-RW, booklets, books) shall be properly marked (e.g., using the labels) and put in separate (so called “information”) envelopes. The information envelopes shall be enclosed after the last page of Proposal. 

4.4.8. After that any and all pages and information envelopes of the Proposal shall be numbered (both internal numbering of pages of separate supplements and continuous numbering of all pages of the Proposal; the information envelopes are numbered separately from the pages – “information envelope No.1”, “information envelope No.2”, etc.). The numbering of pages of books, booklets, journals, etc. put in the envelopes shall not be made.

When numbering the pages of Proposal, the numbers of pages of the originals of official documents issued to participant of procurement procedure and containing the seal (licenses, powers of attorney, notarized copies, etc.) shall be written with graphit pencil on the reverse of page in the bottom-left corner.

4.4.9. All pages of Proposal with the list of documents comprising thereof are numbered, sewed in one volume with thread glued with paper sticker, with indication on it of number of pages in the volume attached with seal of participant of procurement procedure (for legal entities) and signature of procurement procedure or a person authorized by him. If the Proposal consists of several volumes, each volume shall be sewed with enclosure of the list of documents included therein. Each such volume shall have the continuous numbering of pages. 

The compliance by participant of procurement procedure of the said requirements shall mean that all documents and information comprising the Proposal was submitted on behalf of participant of procurement procedure, as well as shall confirm the completeness and authenticity of the documents and information provided as a part of Proposal.

4.4.10. The participant of procurement procedure shall prepare 1 original of Proposal and number of copies thereof referred to in paragraph 18 of Section 6 "RFP Data Sheet". Copies of Proposal are made by way of photocopying of each document comprising the Proposal after their signature and attachment with seal, as well as after making the continuous numbering of pages, but prior to sewing. In case of any discrepancies, the Commission will follow the original of Proposal.

4.4.11. Materials contained in the information envelopes are copied in any manner applicable for this type of materials. The relevant copies are placed in the envelopes and marked with “Copy of information envelope No.1”, etc. If it is impossible to provide the copies of materials contained in the information envelopes, the participant of procurement procedure shall put in the information envelope the reference with indication “see information envelope No... of Proposal”.

4.4.12. Apart from the Proposal and copies of Proposal on paper media (paragraph 4.4.10), a participant of procurement procedure shall provide the copies of Proposal in electronic form on the data storage media for USB or DVD, or CD-R(W). Number of data storage media is specified in paragraph 18 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet”. The said media shall be properly marked in order to their proper identification.


Copy of Proposal in electronic form shall be provided in files of PDF format, being the electronic samples of documents submitted as a part of Proposal on paper media, in format "one file – one document", and in files in format Excel, Word. Files shall be put in separate folders on the media, in which names the number and name of the document relevant to them shall be indicated.

4.5. Term of validity of Proposal
4.5.1. The Proposal shall be valid during the term fixed by participant of procurement procedure in that application for submission of Proposal (Section 7, Form 1), but no less than 60 calendar days from the date following the end date of submission of envelopes with Proposals.
4.6. Official language of the RFP
4.6.1. The Proposal prepared by participant of procurement procedure, as well as all correspondence and documentation related to the RFP, with which the participants of procurement procedure/RFP participants and the Order Placement Organizer interchange, shall be written in English.

4.6.2. Any supporting documents and printed materials provided by participant of procurement procedure may be executed in foreign language, if such materials are accompanied by accurate notarized translation in English (in cases provided for in the current legislation of the Republic of Turkey, the documents shall contain the apostille of the competent authority of the country where that document was executed).

4.6.3. The use of other languages for preparation of Proposal, except as provided for in paragraphs 4.6.1, 4.6.2, may be considered by the Commission as inconformity of Proposal to requirements determined in this Documentation.

4.7. Currency of Proposal
4.7.1. All amounts of cash assets in the Proposal shall be expressed in the currency determined in paragraph 11 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet”, except as provided for in paragraph 11 of Section 6 “RFP Datat Sheet”.

4.7.2. The documents which originals were issued to participant of procurement procedure by third parties, where the amounts of cash assets are expressed in other currencies, may be provided in the currency of original, provided that the comments with conversion of these amounts into the currency determined in paragraph 11 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet” are enclosed to these documents, which conversion is made subject to the official exchange rate established by the Central Bank of the Republic of Turkey, with indication of such rate and the date of its establishment.

4.7.3. The Expresion of cash amounts in other currencies, except as provided for in paragraphs 4.7.1, 4.7.2, may be considered by the Commission as inconformity of Proposal to requirements determined in this Documentation.

4.8. Initial (maximal) contract price (lot price)

4.8.1.The initial (maximal) contract price is provided in the notice of holding the RFP and in paragraph 9 of Section 6 “RFP Data Sheet”.
4.9. Request for proposals (RFP) Security 

4.9.1. If the RFP notice and Clause 12 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card” require to provide security for a RFP, a participant of the purchase procedure shall secure the RFP within its proposal in the amount and currency specified in the RFP notice and in Clause 12 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”.

4.9.2. If in the RFP notice and Clause 21 of Section 6 "RFP Information Card” there is any indication to a preferential amendment regarding the cancellation or decrease in size of the security for a RFP and if a participant of the purchase procedure considers that they could be provided with that preference, such RFP bidder shall send or attach a letter substantiating a decision of a possibility to provide the preference and documents confirming that decision instead of documents (in case of cancellation) or together with documents (in case of decrease in size) confirming the fulfillment of the requirement to provide a security for the RFP.  

4.9.3. Only cash may be used as a security for a RFP.

4.9.4. Depositing money as a security for a RFP by a participant of the purchase procedure shall be confirmed by a payment order (receipt) or a copy thereof.

4.9.5. The security for a RFP shall be credited according to the account details of the order placement organizer specified in Clause 12 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card” before the expiry of the proposal submittal term specified in the RFP notice and in Clause 22 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”.

4.9.6. The security for a RFP shall be refunded by the order placement organizer to the account specified by a participant of the purchase procedure in a payment order for the transfer of the security:

1) Within five business days from making a decision to renounce RFP by the customer/order placement organizer;

2) Within five business days from receiving a notice of revocation of a RFP from a participant of the purchase procedure by the order placement organizer; 

3) Within five business days from the signature of the Proposals assessment and comparison report, to those participants of the purchase procedure whose proposals were received after the expiry of term for the submittal of envelopes with proposals;

4) Within five business days from the signature of the Proposals assessment and comparison report, to the participant of the purchase procedure who has not been admitted to bidding;

5) Within five business days from the signature of the Proposals assessment and comparison report, to the RFP bidders who were participating in the bidding but couldn’t win, except for the RFP bidder, whose proposal was assigned the second number;

6) To the winner of the RFP – within five business days from the entry into a contract therewith;

7) Within five business days from the entry into a contract with the participant of the purchase procedure who submitted the only proposal complying with the requirements and conditions provided for in the RFP documents or with the only participant of the purchase procedure who was admitted to bidding and recognized as the RFP bidder

8) To the RFP bidder whose proposal was assigned the second number – within five business days from the entry into a contract with the winner or such RFP bidder;

9) To the only participant of the purchase procedure whose proposal was held incompliant with the requirements of RFP documents- within five business days from holding of the RFP void.

4.9.7. The security for a RFP may be withheld if the winner avoids entering into a contract.

4.9.8. If any event specified in Clause 4.9.7 occurs, the order placement organizer shall notify the winner regarding the withholding of money deposited as a security for a RFP to the benefit of the customer.

4.10. Submittal and acceptance of envelopes with proposals

4.10.1. A participant of the purchase procedure shall place an original and a copy of their proposal in separate envelopes duly marked by inscriptions “Original” and  “Copy”. Each envelope shall state the name and address of the order placement organizer, full company name of the participant of the purchase procedure and their mailing address, description of a RFP for the participation wherein the proposal is submitted. The participant of the purchase procedure shall also enclose the proposal in electronic form in the envelope. All envelopes shall be sealed in a way excluding any possibility of opening of the envelope without damaging its integrity. Sealed envelopes with the proposal and its copies shall be enclosed in one external envelope. The envelope shall contain the following information thereon:

· Name and address of the order placement organizer pursuant to the RFP notice;

· Full company name (last name, first and middle name) of the participant of the purchase procedure and their mailing address;

· Subject-matter of the RFP.
4.10.2. Sealed envelopes with proposals shall be sent to the order placement organizer to the address specified in Clause 22 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”.

4.10.3. The commencement date of the proposal submittal term shall be the day following the date of placement of the RFP notice on the web-site of ETP Auktsionny Konkursny Dom  www.a-k-d.ru.
4.10.4. Proposals shall be submitted before the expiry of the term set in the RFP notice and Clause 22 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”.

4.10.5. The order placement organizer shall register the incoming envelopes with proposals in the Log for registration of envelopes with proposals. 

4.10.6. The order placement organizer shall be entitled to request an ID from a person who lodges an envelope with a proposal.

4.10.7. At the request of a person who lodged an envelope with a proposal, the order placement organizer shall issue a receipt with acknowledgement of receipt of the envelope with the proposal specifying the registration number, date and time of acceptance of the envelope.

4.11. Modification or revocation of proposals

4.11.1. A participant of the purchase procedure who submitted a proposal shall be entitled to modify or to revoke the same in any time after its submittal but before the expiry of the proposals submittal term for this RFP.

4.11.2. Amendments to a proposal shall be filed in form of documents as provided for in Subclauses 4.4 to 4.7, 4.10. In that case, a participant of the purchase procedure shall prepare the following documents:

· Application to the order placement organizer with a request to amend the proposal drawn on the letter head of a company (for a legal entity);

· A list of amendments to the proposal specifying the documents of the initial proposal which are affected by such amendments;

· New versions of documents to be amended. If amendments affect the information stated in form 1 “RFP”, the amended form 1 shall also be attached with new versions of documents.

4.11.3. In order to revoke a proposal, a participant of the purchase procedure who submitted the proposal shall give a notice of the revocation in writing signed by an authorized representative of the participant of the purchase procedure to the order placement organizer. If the notice was signed by a person authorized by the manager of the participant of the purchase procedure, the notice shall have attached a document confirming the powers of such person. The notice shall specify the description of the RFP whereunder the proposal is being revoked, name and mailing address of the participant of the purchase procedure revoking the proposal, way of return of the proposal (if it is necessary). Expenses for the return of the proposal revoked by the participant of the purchase procedure shall be charged to their account.

4.11.4. Submittal of amendments or revocation of proposals, acceptance and registration thereof shall be made similarly to the procedure outlined in Subsection 4.10. If the proposals are amended, the envelope shall additionally state “Amendments to the Proposal (RFP) [according to the lot]”. 

4.11.5. In the event of incompliance with the requirements of clauses 4.11.1 to 4.11.4, the Committee shall be entitled to consider that the documents specified in subsection 4.11 have not bee submitted.

4.12. Opening of envelopes with proposals

4.12.1. At a meeting of the Committee held on the date, time and at the address specified in the RFP notice and Clause 23 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”, a procedure of opening of envelopes with proposals from the RFP bidders shall be carried out. 

4.12.2. The Committee shall open the envelopes with proposals from the participants of the purchase procedure which were received by the order placement organizer before the expiry of the proposal submittal term set in the RFP notice and Clause 22 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”. 

4.12.3. When opening the envelopes with proposals from the participants of the purchase procedure, the following information shall be announced and entered in the minutes of opening of the envelopes with proposals: number of proposals submitted for participation in this RFP procedure, name (for a legal entity) or last name, first and middle name (for an individual) of each participant of the purchase procedure, other information which the Committee deems necessary to be announced. 

4.12.4. The Committee shall not announce any proposals revoked according to the established procedure.

4.12.5. If only one proposal has been submitted upon the expiry of the proposals submittal term, the envelope with the proposal shall be opened and the proposal shall be considered as provided for in Subsection 4.14.2.

4.12.6. If only one proposal or neither proposals have been submitted upon the expiry of the proposals submittal term, the minutes shall state the information of holding the RFP void.

4.12.7. If the fact that one RFP bidder submitted two or more proposals, provided that the proposals submitted earlier by this participant have not been revoked, was revealed, neither proposals of such participant of the purchase procedure shall be considered, and those proposals shall be returned to that participant of the purchase procedure. This fact shall be stated in the minutes of envelopes opening. 

4.12.8. An extract from the minutes of envelopes opening shall be placed on the web-site of ETP Auktsionny Konkursny Dom www.a-k-d.ru. during the day following the date of opening of the envelopes with proposals.

4.13. Late arriving proposals
4.13.1. Proposals submitted to the address specified in the RFP notice and in Clause 22 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card” and received by the order placement organizer after the expiry of the proposals submittal term and unaccepted by the order placement organizer shall be opened (if no mailing address (for a legal entity) or information of residence (for an individual) of a participant of the purchase procedure is specified on the envelope) and returned as provided for in Subsection 2.6. Expenses for the return of the late proposal to a participant of the purchase procedure shall be charged to their account.

4.13.2. When mailing a proposal, a participant of the purchase procedure shall bear a risk that their proposal would be delivered to a wrong address and/or after the expiry of the proposals submittal term and held late.

4.14. Consideration and assessment of proposals, rebidding, selection of a winner of the RFP 

4.14.1. General Provisions
4.14.1.1. The proposals received from participants of the purchase procedure shall be considered and assessed within the period set in the RFP notice and Clause 24 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”.

4.14.1.2. The consideration and assessment of proposals from participants of the purchase procedure / participants of the RFP shall include: 

· Stage of consideration of proposals, 

· Stage of assessment and comparison of proposals after the rebidding at the discretion of the Committee, 

· Stage of making a decision regarding the election of a winner of the RFP. 

4.14.1.3. When considering and assessing the proposals, the Committee shall be entitled to engage other persons (experts and specialists) who are not related to the participants of the purchase procedure, in order to carry out an expert examination of proposals, but in any case the admittance to participation in the RFP and assignment of sequence numbers to proposals shall be made by the Committee.

4.14.1.4. The participants of the purchase procedure / the RFP  bidders shall not be entitled to influence in any way, or to participate or be present during the consideration and assessment of proposals and to contact the persons who carry out expert examination of proposals. Any attempts of participants of the purchase procedure/the RFP bidders to exert influence on the Committee when expert examination of proposals is carried out or on contract award as well as to exert pressure on any person engaged by the order placement organizer for the work in the purchase procedure, and if these facts are confirmed by documents, shall be the grounds for denial in admittance to participation in the RFP (dismissal) of such participants of the purchase procedure/the RFP bidders.

4.14.1.5. If the RFP notice and Clause 21 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card” contain any indication to preferences to participants of the purchase procedure/ the RFP bidders, the Committee shall take into account those preferences provided to the participants of the purchase procedure/ the RFP bidders, when considering and assessing the proposals.

4.14.1.6. In the course of consideration and assessment of proposals, the order placement organizer shall be entitled to request from the relevant state authorities as well as from legal and natural persons specified in the proposal any information regarding the truthfulness of the information specified in the proposal. 

4.14.1.7. If there are any doubts that a copy of document is true, the order placement organizer shall be entitled to request the original document provided in copy, for viewing. If a participant of the purchase procedure/ the RFP bidder has not presented the original document within the period provided for in the request, the copy of the document shall not be considered and the document shall be deemed non-presented.

4.14.1.8. In the course of consideration and assessment of proposals, the order placement organizer shall be entitled to request explanations of proposals from participants of the purchase procedure. However, the order placement organizer shall not be entitled to request any explanations or to demand any documents altering the essence of the proposal. Itemizing requests on technical conditions of a proposal (list of products offered, technical characteristics thereof, and other technical specifications) shall be allowed; however, the itemized information shall not alter the subject-matter of the RFP.

4.14.2. Consideration of proposals. Admittance to participation in the RFP

4.14.2.1. The Committee shall consider the proposals submitted by the participants of the purchase procedure in terms of compliance thereof with requirements set by the law of the Turkish Republic and these documents, and determine the list of participants of the purchase procedure admitted to the further participation in this RFP, within the period specified in the RFP notice and in Clause 24 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”. 

4.14.2.2. A proposal of a participant shall fully comply with each of the requirements set by these documents or be better than the same, i.e. those requirements are only thresholds. Following the results of consideration of proposals, the Committee shall be entitled to disallow the participation in the RFP in certain cases, including:

(a) Non-provision of documents required according to this documentation or such documents providing untruthful information regarding the participant of the purchase procedure, including the subcontractors to be engaged (if engaged), or proposed goods, works, services;

(b) Non-compliance of the participant of the purchase procedure, including the subcontractors to be engaged (if engaged), with the requirements set in this documentation;

(c) Non-provision of a document or a copy thereof confirming the depositing of money as a security for a RFP, if such security for the RFP is required;

(d) Non-compliance of the proposal with the requirements of this documentation, including the technical proposal provided, proposal of a contract price exceeding the initial (maximum) contract price, initial (maximum) price for a unit of goods, services, works, work performance period. If the proposal specifies the timeframe in terms of periods (days, weeks, months) and the RFP notice and Clause 3 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card” set a calendar date, in order to determine the correspondence of the proposal to the required timeframes, the proposed period of work performance shall be counted from the proposed date of entry of a contract determined pursuant to the date of summarizing the results of RFP specified in the RFP notice and Clause 24 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card” and the date of contract entry specified in the RFP notice and Clause 27 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”;

(e) The availability of information of a participant of the purchase procedure in the register of bad faith suppliers drawn by the Federal Antimonopoly Service of Russia and/or the register of bad faith suppliers of the nuclear industry if this requirement is set in Clause 13 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”;

4.14.2.3. If the Committee finds out that the information contained in the documents provided by a participant of the purchase procedure is untruthful, that a participant of the purchase procedure being a legal entity undergoes liquidation or a participant of the purchase procedure being a legal entity or an individual entrepreneur undergoes a bankruptcy procedure or their operations are suspended as provided for by the law of the Turkish Republic, and if a participant of the purchase procedure has any debt on taxes, charges and other mandatory payments to budgets of any level or to state extrabudgetary funds accrued for the past calendar year the amount whereof exceeds twenty five percent of the  book value of assets of the participant, the Committee shall estrange such participant of the purchase procedure from participation in the RFP at any stage of its performance.

4.14.2.4. Based on the results of consideration of proposals by the Committee, there shall be made decisions of admittance to the participation in the RFP and recognition of a participant of the purchase procedure as the RFP bidder or denial in admittance to the participation in the RFP, and if necessary – on carrying out rebidding, and also the minutes of proposals consideration shall be executed, and the latter shall be signed by all Committee members present. These minutes shall be placed on the web-site of ETP Auktsionny Konkursny Dom www.a-k-d.ru. during the day following the proposals consideration closing day.

4.14.2.5. If there was made a decision to deny the admittance to participation in this RFP procedure of all participants of the purchase procedure who submitted their proposals or to admit to the participation in the RFP and to recognize only one participant of the purchase procedure who submitted a proposal as a RFP bidder, based on the results of proposals consideration, the RFP shall be deemed void. 

4.14.3. Rebidding
4.14.3.1. If Clause 20 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card” provides for an opportunity to carry out rebidding, after the proposals consideration stage, the Committee shall be entitled to decide upon the rebidding to be carried out, i.e. to provide the RFP bidders with an opportunity to voluntarily enhance the preferability of their proposals through the reduction of the price initially specified in the proposal. The reduction of the proposal price shall not entail any changes in any other terms and conditions of a proposal.

4.14.3.2. The form and procedure for rebidding, the submittal term for new price proposals set by the Committee shall be specified in letters inviting the RFP bidders to rebidding.

4.14.3.3. In order to execute a pass to the area of the organization, where the Committee’s meeting on rebidding will be held, the RFP bidders need to file a request for the pass to a contact person of the order placement organizer specified in Clause 6 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”, at least 1 business day before the date of rebidding specified in the letters inviting the RFP bidders to rebidding; the request for a pass shall specify the name of the RFP bidder, full last names, first and  middle names of those individuals who will be present at the rebidding.  The request for a pass may be sent using any means of communications, including mail, telegraph or electronic communications as well as by fax. However, a RFP   bidder shall be liable for the timely receipt of such request for a pass by the order placement organizer.  

4.14.3.4. A RFP bidder invited to rebidding shall be entitled to refrain from the participation therein; in that case their proposal shall remain in effect with the earlier announced price of the proposal.

4.14.3.5. Proposal of the RFP bidder regarding the proposal price increase shall not be considered; such bidder shall be deemed not having participated in the rebidding, their proposal shall remain in effect with the earlier announced price.

4.14.3.6. The rebidding shall be carried out at the Committee’s meeting and may have “in presentio” or “in absentio” form.

4.14.3.7. In the case of in absentio rebidding, the RFP bidders invited by the order placement organizer to this procedure shall be entitled to send a sealed envelopes with a new price of a proposal and documents defining their commercial offer adjusted with account of the new price of the proposal obtained after the rebidding, to the address of the order placement organizer before the date stated in the letter inviting to rebidding. The RFP bidders who sent such envelopes shall be entitled to replace or to revoke them at any time after sending thereof but before the opening of envelopes with a rebidding price by the Committee. Execution and provision of documents with a new proposal price, revocation or replacement, acceptance and registration shall be performed similarly to the procedure outlined in Subsections 4.4 to 4.7, 4.10, 4.11; and the envelope shall additionally state “The Proposal Considering the Rebidding”). The procedure of opening of the envelopes with a new price shall be analogous to the procedure of opening of envelopes with Proposals (Subsection 4.12), and the final price of a proposal of each RFP bitter shall be announced and entered in minutes. Representatives of each of the RFP bidders who timely sent their envelopes with documents and a new proposal price shall be entitled to be present during this opening procedure.

4.14.3.8. The individuals who signed a proposal or representatives authorized by a RFP bidder to participate in the rebidding on their behalf and to announce prices mandatory for a RFP  bidder shall be present at the rebidding in presentio. In any case, the persons who came to the rebidding shall present documents confirming their powers (passport and original power of attorney or an order, or an extract from the minutes of meeting of founders regarding the appointment of a director if he/she is attending the rebidding procedure) to the order placement organizer before the beginning of rebidding.

The Committee shall be entitled to appoint a rebidding step before the beginning of rebidding (in that case the order placement organizer shall warn the bidders thereof when inviting them to the rebidding) or to determine such step by agreement with the bidders in the course of rebidding. The Committee’s Secretary shall propose to all invited participants to announce new prices publically. A RFP bidder shall announce a new price of their proposal on the basis of awareness of prices of other RFP bidders but without being obliged to offer a price necessarily lower than the prices of other bidders; each bidder shall reduce their price independently. The rebidding shall be carried out successively with all bidders with the right to omit the announcement of the next price until all present participants announce that they have offered the final price and will not reduce it any further. If a rebidding step was determined, the Committee shall decrease it as the rebidding progresses, but by not more than 0.1% of the initial step.

The Committee shall terminate the rebidding if no any new offer on reduction of the contract price was received within ten minutes after the receipt of the last contract price offer. 

In the case of rebidding in presentia, the RFP bidder who participated in the rebidding and reduced the initial price shall be additionally obliged to present the documents defining their commercial offer adjusted with account of the new price obtained after the rebidding and executed pursuant to the requirements of Subsection 4.4 to 4.7, 4.10.

4.14.4. The procedure for assessment and comparison of proposals

4.14.4.1. The proposals with account of the prices presented at the rebidding shall be assessed and compared by the Committee in order to reveal the best terms of contract performance in accordance with the criteria and assessment technique specified in Clauses 25, 26 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”, within the timeframe specified in the RFP notice and in Clause 24 of Section 6 “RFP Information Card”. The magnitude of proposals assessment criteria is specified in Clause 25 of section 6 “RFP Information Card”.

4.14.4.2. Based on the results of assessment and comparison of proposals, the Committee shall assign a sequence number to each proposal with respect to others, as the extent of advantageousness of contract performance terms contained therein decreases. The first number shall be assigned to a proposal which has the greatest number of points. 

4.14.5. Summarizing the results of the RFP. Identification of the RFP winner

4.14.5.1. As per the results of assessment of the Proposals submitted by the participants of the RFP the Committee shall make a decision either on the determination of the RFP winner, or on making amendments to this documentation (clause 2.1.4), or on finishing this RFP procedure without determining the winner and making the contract:

· In case the Proposal of the  participant, who offered the best conditions of the contract implementation (that is, whose Proposal has been assessed by the majority of scores, and who has been assigned the first number) satisfies the Committee in full, the Committee shall determine the participant as the RFP winner;
· In case the best Proposal does not satisfy the Committee in full, the Committee shall be entitled to make a decision on making amendments to this RFP documents and on the deadline for submission of the new Proposals having notified all the participants of the RFP thereof;
· If, in the Committee’s opinion, the possibilities to improve the Proposals of the RFP participants are not anticipated, the Committee shall be entitled to make a decision on the termination of the RFP procedure.
4.14.5.2. The minutes of assessment and comparison of the Proposals submitted by the RFP participants will be drawn up in two copies according to the results of the RFP, and shall contain the following information:

· on the participants, whose Proposals were considered;

· on the Proposals of the participants rejected by the order placement organizr;

· on the withdrawn Proposals of the bidders;

· on the bidders, whose Proposals were debarred from participating in the RFP by the Committee, with the indication of the reasons for denying the access to the participation in the RFP;

· on the place, date and time of the Proposals assessment and comparison;

· on the procedure for assessing and comparing the Proposals of the participants;

· information on the Committee’s decision on assigning values to the Proposals of the participants based on each of the stipulated Proposals assessment criteria, information on the decision to assign serial numbers to the Proposals made pursuant to the results of assessment and comparison of the Proposals submitted by the RFP bidders;

· on the winner of the RFP and on the RFP bidder, whose Proposal ranked second, their name (for legal entities), last name, first and middle name (for individuals) and mail address.

4.14.5.3. Extract from the minutes of assessment and comparison of the Proposals submitted by the participants of the RFP shall be placed on the electronic site of ETP Auktsionny Konkursny Dom www.a-k-d.ru. within the day following the day of signing the said minutes with the indication of the following data:

- place, date and time of summing up the results of the RFP procedure:

- number and date of information on the RFP holding;

- name, brief characteristics and number of the supplied goods, name, brief characteristics and amount of the works fulfilled and services rendered;

- list of the RFP bidders;

- price of the winner of the RFP and the RFP bidder, who made last but one bid on the contract price (bidder, who ranked second according to the results of the requests assessment).

4.15. Making of a contract with the RFP winner

4.15.1. The order placement organizr shall deliver one copy of the minutes of assessment and comparison of the Proposals to the winner of the RFP (or to its authorizd representative) against receipt or by mail with the delivery confirmation within five business days after the signing of the said minutes. 

4.15.2. The Customer shall deliver a draft contract, which is made by means of inclusion of the contract implementation terms offered by the winner in the Proposal, into the draft contract attached to the RFP documents, to the winner of the RFP within three business days after the signing the minutes of assessment and comparison of the Proposals. The Customer shall also be entitled to additionally send offers of contract to the RFP participants, whose Proposals ranked second and third.

4.15.3. The contract with the winner of the RFP shall be made within a term specified in clause 27 of section 6 “RFP Information Card”.

4.15.4. In case the contract made pursuant to the results of the RFP required approval of the customer’s management body as set forth by the current law and Articles of Association of the Customer, such contract shall be made after the receipt of the said approval.  If the contract approval is denied by the management body the RFP, the subject matter whereof was the right to make such contract, shall be deemed void, or the contract shall be made with the winner, who ranked second.  The contract signed on the part of the customer shall be sent to the RFP winner after the approval receipt.

4.15.5. The Customer shall be entitled to refuse to make the contract without explaining the reasons and without compensating the costs incurred by the RFP bidders due to participation in the RFP procedure.

4.15.6. if the winner of the RFP avoids making the contract on the terms of this documentation, the customer shall be entitled, at its own discretion:

· either to file a suit to the court so as to compel such RFP winner to make the contract, and to compensate for the losses incurred due to the contract making being avoided by the  RFP winner;
· or to make the contract with the RFP bidder, whose Proposal has been assigned the second number, having fixed such circumstance in the relevant minutes. 

4.15.7. In case the RFP bidder, whose Bid has been assigned the second number, avoids making the contract, the customer shall be entitled to file a suit to the court so as to compel such RFP bidder to make the contract, and to compensate losses incurred due to the contract making being avoided, or to make a decision on the acknowledgment of the RFP void.
4.15.8. In case the RFP is acknowledged void due to the fact that only one Proposal was submitted by the deadline for the Proposals submission, and such Proposal was deemed meeting the requirements and terms provided for by the documentation, or only one participant of the purchase procedure was deemed to be a RFP bidder, the customer shall be entitled to make a contract with such participant.

4.15.9. In case the winner of the RFP or the participant, who the contract is made with according to clause 4.15.8, has failed to submit the signed contract to the customer within the term specified by clause 4.15.3, and also failed to provide a contract implementation guarantee, in case the documentation has provided for a request to provide such guarantee, the winner of the RFP or the participant, who the contract is made with, shall be deemed to have avoided making the contract.

4.15.10. The change of the contract terms is permissible in the event of the customer’s needs change.

 The contract price may be reduced upon the agreement between the parties without the change of the amount of the goods/works/services provided for by the contract, and other contract implementation terms.

4.15.11. Information about the participant of the procedure shall be entered into the public register of the unfair suppliers of the nuclear industry for 2 years in the following cases:

1) If such participant of the purchase procedure:

· Has avoided the contract making being acknowledged a winner in the purchase procedure;

· Has avoided making the contract being the sole participant of the purchase procedure, who has submitted the Bid, or the RFP bidder, who has been acknowledged to be the sole RFP bidder;

· Has refused to provide a guarantee of the contract implementation, if such request is provided for the RFP documents, being acknowledged the winner of the RFP or the sole RFP bidder, or being the sole participant, who has submitted the Bid meeting the requirements of the RFP documents;

2) If the contract made with the participant of the purchase procedure following the results of the RFP will be terminated by the court decision or upon the agreement between the parties in view of a material breach of the contract terms by the supplier (contractor).

4.16. Contract implementation guarantee and/or provision of the guarantee obligations fulfillment and/or guarantee of the return of an advance.

4.16.1. If, according to clause 28 of section 6 “RFP Information Card”, the winner of the RFP or the participant, who the contract is made with according to clause 4.15.8 of this documentation, must provide the Contract implementation guarantee and/or provision of the guarantee obligations fulfillment and/or guarantee of the return of an advance within a term and in a manner provided for by the draft contract (section 5).

4.16.2. The contract implementation guarantee and/or provision of the guarantee obligations fulfillment and/or guarantee of the return of an advance shall be provided in a form of an irrevocable bank guarantee.

4.16.3. The amount of the implementation guarantee and/or provision of the guarantee obligations fulfillment and/or guarantee of the return of an advance is indicated in clause 28 of section 6 “RFP Information Card”.

4.16.4. The bank guarantee shall meet the requirements established by the law of the Turkish Republic and by this documentation.

4.16.4.1.  The bank guarantee ensuring the contract implementation shall be drawn up according to a form established in this documentation (section 7, Form 5), and shall meet the following requirements:

· The Customer shall be indicated as a Beneficiary in the bank guarantee; the winner of the RFP or the participant, who the contract is made with, shall be indicated as a Principal, and the bank, which has issued the bank guarantee shall be indicated as a Guarantor;

· The bank guarantee shall necessarily specify the amount, within the limit whereof the bank guarantees the obligations fulfillment under the contract made according to the results of the bids request;

· The bank guarantee shall contain a reference to the contract, the implementation whereof it ensures by referring to the parties to the contract; to the subject matter of the contract and, if possible, a reference to the minutes of assessment and comparison of requests for participation in the RFP (minutes of consideration of requests for participation in the bids request) as a ground for making the contract; 

· The bank guarantee shall directly specify an unconditioned right of the Beneficiary to claim the amount of the bank guarantee in full or partially in case of non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of the obligations specified by the contract, by the Principal. The bank guarantee shall also specify that to claim the guarantee amount the Beneficiary shall send a written request to the Guarantor;

· The term of the bank guarantee shall be the term of the obligations fulfillment under the contract plus 60 days;

· The bank guarantee shall be an irrevocable one;

· The payment under the bank guarantee shall be made by the Guarantor within 5 bank days after the receipt of the Beneficiary’s written request;

· The bank guarantee shall contain a condition that any disputes thereunder shall be settled in the court of the city of Ankara;

· The bank guarantee shall be issued by the Turkish bank or other credit institution having an effective license, which is credibly known not to be loss making or bankrupt, and not to be under the external control and its license is known not to be recalled or suspended in full  or partially;

· The bank guarantee shall not contain conditions or claims contradicting the above mentioned provisions or rendering the abovementioned provisioned impracticable.

The Guarantor’s choice shall be agreed upon with the Customer.

4.16.4.2.  The bank guarantee of the advance return shall be drawn up according to a form established in this documentation (section 7, Form 6), and meet the following requirements:

· The Customer shall be indicated as a Beneficiary in the bank guarantee; the winner of the RFP or the participant, who the contract is made with, shall be indicated as a Principal, and the bank or other credit institution, which has issued the bank guarantee, shall be indicated as a Guarantor;

· The bank guarantee shall necessarily specify the amount, within the limit whereof the Guarantor shall guarantee the fulfillment of the obligation to return the advance paid under the contract, by the Principal. This amount may not be less than the advance amount;

· The bank guarantee shall contain an indication to the contract by means of reference to the parties to the contract; to the subject matter, number and date of the contract;

· The bank guarantee shall ensure an obligation of the Principal to return the advance paid under the contract.  The bank guarantee shall specify that to claim the amount the Beneficiary shall send a written request to the Guarantor along with the documents confirming the advance payment to the Principal;

· The term of the bank guarantee shall expire by the deadline for the works fulfillment established by the contract, plus 30 days;

· The bank guarantee shall be an irrevocable one;

· The payment under the bank guarantee shall be made by the Guarantor within 5 bank days after the receipt of the Beneficiary’s written request;

· The bank guarantee shall contain a condition that any disputes thereunder shall be settled in a court of the city of Ankara;

· The bank guarantee shall be issued by the Turkish bank or other credit institution having an effective license, which is credibly known not to be loss making or bankrupt, and not to be under the external control and its license is known not to be recalled or suspended in full  or partially;

· The bank guarantee shall not contain conditions or claims contradicting the above mentioned provisions or rendering the abovementioned provisioned impracticable.

The Guarantor’s choice shall be agreed upon with the Customer.

4.16.4.3.  The bank guarantee of the guarantee obligations fulfillment shall be drawn up according to a form established in this documentation (section 7, Form 7) and meet the following requirements:

· The Customer shall be indicated as a Beneficiary in the bank guarantee; the winner of the RFP or the participant, who the contract is made with, shall be indicated as a Principal, and the bank or other credit institution, which has issued the bank guarantee, shall be indicated as a Guarantor;

· The bank guarantee shall necessarily specify the amount, within the limit whereof the bank guarantees fulfillment of the guarantee obligations under the contract made according to the results of the bids request;

· The bank guarantee shall contain a reference to the contract, the implementation whereof it ensures by referring to the parties to the contract; to the subject matter of the contract and, if possible, a reference to the minutes of assessment and comparison of requests for participation in the RFP (minutes of consideration of requests for participation in the bids request) as a ground for making the contract; 

· The bank guarantee shall directly specify an unconditioned right of the beneficiary to claim the amount of the bank guarantee in full or partially in case of non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of the guarantee obligations provided for by the contract, by the Principal.  The bank guarantee shall specify that to claim the amount the Beneficiary shall send only a written request to the Guarantor; 

· The term of the bank guarantee shall be the term of the guarantee obligations fulfillment by the Subcontractor provided for by the Draft Contract, plus 90 days;

· The bank guarantee shall be an irrevocable one;

· The payment under the bank guarantee shall be made by the Guarantor within 5 banking days after the receipt of the Beneficiary’s written request;

· The bank guarantee shall contain a condition that any disputes thereunder shall be settled in the Arbitration Court of the city of Ankara;

· The bank guarantee shall be issued by the Turkish bank or other credit institution having an effective license, which is credibly known not to be loss making or bankrupt, and not to be under the external control and its license is known not to be recalled or suspended in full  or partially;

· The bank guarantee shall not contain conditions or claims contradicting the above mentioned provisions or rendering the abovementioned provisioned impracticable.

· The Guarantor’s choice shall be agreed upon with the Customer.

4.16.5. If, by whatever reasons the Contract implementation guarantee and/or provision of the guarantee obligations fulfillment and/or guarantee of the return of an advance ceased being effective, expired or otherwise ceased ensuring the fulfillment of the contractual obligations and/or guarantee obligations and/or return of the advance by the supplier, the supplier shall, within 10 (ten) banking days after the occurrence of the said circumstances, provide the buyer with another (new) appropriate contract implementation guarantee and/or provision of the guarantee obligations fulfillment and/or guarantee of the return of the advance on the same conditions and I the same amount, which are specified in this documentation.

_________________, hereinafter referred to as the “Freight Forwarder”, represented by ________________________, acting on the basis of _____________, on the one hand, and ____________________, hereinafter referred to as the “Customer”, represented by ___________________________, acting on the basis of _______________________, on the other hand, collectively referred to as the “Parties”, have entered into this Contract as follows:
1. Subject of the Contract
1.1.  In accordance with the provisions of this Contract and agreed annexes hereto, the Freight Forwarder shall perform, in its name but for the Customer’s own account and instructions, the complex of transportation and forwarding services related to arranging the transport of the Customer's goods by transportation facilities and on the route, selected by the Freight Forwarder or the Customer, execution of shipping documents as well as arrangements for receipt, storage and shipment of goods. By the Customer's order, the Freight Forwarder may also provide the former with the freight insurance services.
The weight of the technical documentation under this Contract shall not exceed 2000 kg.
1.2.  In the context of this Contract, the goods shall be understood as the goods of the CUSTOMER as well as those of third parties, i.e. the Customer's clients, who can give orders to the CUSTOMER under a relevant contract for transport-forwarding services (or any other agreement) to perform any required actions in respect of the goods.
1.3.  The Freight Forwarder shall provide services (Annex 1), stipulated by this Contract on the basis of Orders (in the form set out in Annex 2), which shall make an integral part hereof.
1.4.  The Freight Forwarder may engage third parties for the purpose of fulfilling its obligations under this Contract; in such case the Freight Forwarder shall be fully responsible for actions (or default) of the persons involved in the works hereunder.
1.5.  When fulfilling their obligations under this Contract, the Parties shall be governed by the requirements to be met for the international and inland transportation of goods, the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, freight forwarding law, Rules and Codes of transport branches of the Russian Federation, Hague Regulations, COTIF/CIM, CMR Conventions and Warsaw Convention (Civil Aviation) 1929.
2. Obligations of the Freight Forwarder
The Freight Forwarder shall:
2.1. Receive the Transport Order sent by the Customer for the purpose of making arrangements for each specific transport movement, and such order shall be sent by any communication means including the electronic ones. After agreeing upon details, the Parties shall sign the Forwarding Order (para 1.3) that make an integral part hereof. Such Order shall be deemed accepted for execution if only signed by the two parties.
2.2. Enter into a transport contract (or contracts) with Freight Carriers in its own name.
2.3. Enter in its name into other contracts required for fulfilling the Freight Forwarder’s obligations hereunder and providing transportation and forwarding services (e.g. loading and unloading operations, fastening and lashing works, transit or mixed traffics etc.)
2.4. Complete all necessary transport documents and make available the following documents upon delivery: air waybill (AWB), Export Cargo Customs Declaration bearing the ‘Cleared’ stamp, Import Cargo Customs Declaration executed by the Turkish Customs to ensure release of the technical documentation for public use.
2.5. Provide control over the movement of goods, and following the Customer’s oral or written request make available a complete information on the location of the technical documentation and expected date of its arrival to a destination place as soon as practicable (within six hours).
2.6. Make provisions to have the goods delivered to the destination point within the time frame agreed upon by the Parties in the Order.
2.7. Arrange for storage, transshipment and other actions if stipulated in the Order.
2.8. Advise the Customer on the issues of arranging transportation by any transport facilities and on cargo insurance terms.
2.9. Make available to the Customer’s representative a copy of the transport document (bill of lading, consignment note, railway consignment note, CMR etc.), delivery-acceptance certificate, services report and invoice for the delivered services.
2.10. Arrange for insurance of the goods on the basis of the Customer’s written order and expense.
2.11. Other obligations, applicable to each specific transportation and assigned to the Freight Forwarder by the Customer, shall be agreed upon by the Parties in Orders to the Freight Forwarder that shall make an integral part hereof.
2.12. Sign up the Reports on completed works.
3. Obligations of the Customer
The Customer shall:
3.1. Send the Order mentioned in para. 2.1 hereof within five working days in case of the international transport and within 24 hours in case of the Russia inland transport, make available the transport documents and information required for the Freight Forwarder to exercise its responsibilities.
The Order shall specify the following details:
-
names of a consignor and consignee;
· date and time of availability of the transport facility at a loading point;
· addresses of the loading and unloading points with indication of telephone numbers of contact persons;
· address of customs formalities points in case of loading and unloading operations;
· weight, type of packaging and number of packages;
· the cargo properties that require for special conditions or precautions to preserve the goods during transportation;
· special loading (unloading) conditions;
· time of delivery.
3.2. Provide the Freight Forwarder in good time with all duly executed documents required for fulfilling this Contract and full accurate and reliable information on the relocated goods.
3.3. Observe the technical standards for loading the transport facilities.
3.4. Make provisions for the goods to be accepted at the destination point on the day of their arrival. The Parties shall stipulate the idle conditions for transport facilities at the destination point.
3.5. Provide the Freight Forwarder with the documents that are to be exhibit in the process of forwarding the Customer’s goods.
3.6. Pay remuneration to the Freight Forwarder and compensate it for all other costs and expenses set out in the Order as well as any other expenses, supported with documents and incurred by the Freight Forwarder in connection with fulfilling its obligations hereunder, including those arose during transportation.
3.7. Maintain the access roads to the loading and unloading points as well as the loading-unloading sites in good condition and order to ensure an unimpeded travel and maneuverability of the transport facilities. Provide for availability of the loading/unloading area and the integrity of the motor cars, trailers, containers etc. during their waiting time and when carrying out the loading-unloading operations, and their standing on the dispatch/destination warehouse area.
3.8. Sign up Reports on completed works.
3.9. Other obligations, applicable to each specific transportation and assigned to the Customer by the Freight Forwarder, shall be agreed upon by the Parties in Orders for the Freight Forwarder that shall make an integral part hereof.
4. Cost of services and procedure of settlement
4.1.  The cost of the Freight Forwarder’s services shall be contractual and determined by the Parties for each type of the completed works (services) specified in the Orders on the basis of the delivery price per 1 kg of the technical documentation _______ (__) US dollars.
4.2.  Payment for the services hereunder shall be made by the Customer through transferring the funds to the Freight Forwarder’s account. The settlement procedure shall be agreed upon by the Parties and fixed in each specific Order to the Freight Forwarder.
4.3.  Any payments hereunder shall be made in US dollars. If the Parties specify the cost of services in the currency other than US dollars, the payment shall be made at the exchange rate of the Central Bank of the Russian Federation on the day of payment.
4.4.  Upon the provision of the service, the Parties shall sign a bilateral Report on completed works that shall be referred for showing the financial results in the Parties' accounting and tax reports.
5. Liability of the Parties
5.1. General provisions
5.1.1. The Parties shall be liable for default on or improper fulfillment of their obligations hereunder on the grounds and to the extent as set forth in the applicable legislation of the Russian Federation.
5.1.2. Each of the Parties shall duly fulfill its obligations and render all possible assistance to the other party.
5.1.3. The Party, breaching its obligations hereunder, shall be expected to cure such breaches immediately.
5.1.4. The Party, which engages a third party for fulfilling its obligations hereunder, shall be liable for default on or improper fulfillment of obligations by such third party to the other Party hereunder as if it were its own actions.
5.1.5. The Parties shall be released from their liability for a partial or complete default on their obligations hereunder if such default was caused by the force majeure pursuant to section 8 hereof.
5.2. Liability of the Freight Forwarder
5.2.1. The Freight Forwarder shall indemnify for the loss or damage caused to the goods that occurred after its acceptance of the goods for transportation and before the delivery of them to a final consignee unless it provides the evidence that such loss, shortage or damage of the goods occurred under the circumstances beyond its control.
5.2.2. The Freight Forwarder shall not be liable for:
- loss or damage to the goods if they arrived in the place of destination in a good-order transport facility and bore the consignor’s intact identification seals;
- for the shortage of contents within the packages, accepted and delivered in a good order packaging (container), protected by the consignor's intact identification seals;
- any changes in quality or quantity of the goods accepted (delivered) for storage in a good order packaging (container) and the consignor’s intact identification seals.
5.3. Liability of the Customer
5.3.1. The Customer shall be liable for:
- unreliable documents and information provided to the Freight Forwarder, including compensation of any expenses and losses incurred by the Freight Forwarder as the result of the Customer’s unreliable documents and information;
- for discrepancies between the documents and the nature of goods, their weight, number of packages and value that resulted in the idle time of transport facilities, in the amount of fine imposed by an organization;
6. Non-disclosure
6.1.  Any pieces of information interchanged by the Parties, whether it be technical, financial or other information related to entering or execution of this Contract, shall be treated as confidential.
6.2.  The Parties shall take all necessary measures to prevent the disclosure of the obtained information to any third party. The Parties may disclose such information to third parties if the latter are engaged by the Parties for the activities that require the knowledge of such information, and only to the extent necessary for the purposes of this Contract, and only if it is duly agreed between the Parties
6.3.  The Freight Forwarder shall disclose information on the entire chain of its owners, including beneficiaries as well as final beneficiaries along with enclosure of relevant documents in the two-week period.
6.4. . The Customer shall have the right to disclose information relating to entering into and fulfilling the Contract to Rosatom State Corporation and its shareholders, owning over 50% of shares of the company.
7. Arbitration
7.1.  The Parties shall apply their best efforts to settle through negotiations any disputes and controversies that may arise out of this Contract or in connection with it.
7.2.  In case the disputes or controversies cannot be settled through negotiations, they shall be subject to consideration by the Arbitration Court of the city of Moscow in accordance with the applicable legislation of the Russian Federation.
7.3.  When adjudicating any controversial issues, the articles and provisions of the General Conditions for the activity of the Russian international freight forwarders shall have priority.
8. Force majeure
8.1.  The parties shall be released form their liability for a partial or complete default on obligations hereunder, if such default came as the result of the circumstances of insuperable force arising after entering into the Contract, and if the parties could neither foreseen nor prevented such circumstances by reasonable measures. Such circumstances shall include such events as natural disasters, strikes and unrest, hostilities, including military operations as well as the decisions of the Government and other state authorities that prevented fulfillment of contractual obligations.
8.2.  The party, which experienced the impossibility of obligation fulfillment hereunder in view of the force majeure shall, within due limits, inform the other party in writing on the above.
9. Duration of the Contract, procedure for changing and termination of the Contract
9.1.  This Contract shall come into effect upon signature by the Parties and be valid initially up to _________, 201_
9.2.  Either Party may terminate this Contract unilaterally by notifying the other Party within a reasonable time period. In case of the unilateral refusal to perform the Contract, the refusing Party shall reimburse the other Party for the losses arising from the termination of the Contract.
9.3.  The Freight Forwarder may, in its discretion, postpone (or suspend) the services if the Customer violates the conditions of this Contract, including the Customer's delay in providing the required documents (information) in proportion with such delays.
10. Additional terms and conditions
10.1. After the signature of this Contract, any previous negotiations and correspondence thereon shall be deemed null and void.
10.2. Any changes and additions to this Contract shall be valid if only signed by authorized persons and executed in compliance with the rules stipulated by the legislation of the Russian Federation
10.3. This Contract has been made in two copies, each having an equal legal effect. Annexes to the Contract make an integral part hereof.
